On Wednesday 5
th
 September the Year 6 class, including Zoe Pexton, departed KDHS at 1:45pm to head to the Albany 

Rotary Youth Camp for two nights. On the way, we passed a log truck that had tipped and spilled its logs all over the road. 
When we arrived we settled in with a grand tour from Mrs Bignell. Afterwards, we unpacked and made our beds before one 
group cooked our dinner. The rest of us explored and had free time discovering the outside world. After dinner we played a 
few rounds of spotlight in our pyjamas and then went to bed. 
 

The following morning another group cooked a delicious breakfast which did not last long. We then departed for Discovery 
Bay, the old closed down whaling station. Here we learnt about how whales were caught, what the whale oil was used for 
and the history of whaling in Albany. We had a chance to climb around and explore everything, including the Cheynes IV 
which was the last ship to ever catch a whale in Australian waters.  From here we went to the Australian Wildlife Park 
where we looked at all the animals, including Bobby and Blossom the wombats, koalas and patted the kangaroos. After 
looking at all the animals we took a quick stroll through the Regional Wildflower Garden before boarding the bus and 
heading to The Gap and Natural Bridge.  
 

From here we went to the Albany Museum and participated in the Sydney to Sound tour. We learned about how the 
convicts boarded the Brig Amity in Sydney and travelled to Albany, stopping in Tasmania twice for repairs and supply 
upgrades, along with the other people, supplies and livestock that were on board.  
 

Mr Terry dropped us off at the bottom of the zig zag road, which is featured in ñLockie Leonardò. We trudged up to the top 
using all of our energy, crawling like lions, before we waited for the bus that was never to come. Eventually, we ran back 
down and found Mr Terry waiting patiently for us at the bottom.

On our way back to the bus we stopped and looked inside the mini museum 
that housed the uniforms and models of boats that were used in the war, along with other artefacts.
